Visits to Romania

During the last twelve months ROAD members have made five visits to Romania. A brief outline

of these is detailed below:

July 2009

Kevin Smith & Jim Cork visited Romania specifically to see how the Steps to the Future centre
was progressing as six months had passed since its completion. At the new centre there is space
for 20 young people but at this time there were 14 residents. From discussions it was clear the
staff were , prmdg“i lyyoung pdaopleensplrecedce right , mix".
the young people of expected behaviour and up to that point one resident had been evicted for
bad behaviour. All young people in residence have a contract and initially if they misbehave then

their contract can be suspended and they move out but their contract can be reinstated. If again

their behaviour is unacceptable then they would be permanently evicted. This gave the message

that residents must adhere to the rules.

At this time there were five residents in work and five in training for a qualification. All of the
young people seem to have a degree of learning difficulties, which is probably down to their poor
start in life. Opportunity to speak to the young people did not arise and it did not seem
appropriate to sit and speak to them alone. Kevin and Jim also asked about the selection process
s basis.

have tests for aptitude and ability. The residents have one hot meal from City Hall three days a
week and coupons for a local canteen as well as preparing their own meals in the kitchens in the
accommodation. Staff also had a summer camp planned.

At this time the Centre was staffed by a co-ordinator who oversees the whole building alongside a
psychologist, health worker and social worker. Dorina Babos (Director of Social Services) is then
overseeing all the staff. All of the rooms and furniture were in excellent condition and being

looked after by the young people. It was a quick but very informative trip.

September 2009

In September, ROAD Secretary Melanie Smith travelled to Romania with Rachel Smith, Danielle
Newman and Lucy Harris. It was interesting that, as a GP, Rachel noted many of the young
people in the Centre had dysmorphic features that are often a sign of foetal alcohol syndrome, this
would make sense given the fact that many came from parents with alcohol problems. Rachel
was also able to meet with Ramiz Momeni, Director of Romanian Relief at the clinic in Tinca and
look at possible ways of working together and supporting him. The road from Zalau to Oradea is
still very bad in places, which always makes the journey very interesting! However now around
Oradea there is a new ring road making it easier to get to Tinca. The Oradea to Cluj road was
very good with stunning scenery. The new departure building has now opened at Cluj airport,
which makes things much easier when leaving. They also stayed the night in a night in a new,
clean hotel in Cluj which cost about £13 per person and was certainly worth knowing about for

future trips!



November 2009

ROAD Chairman Kevin Smith and fellow Trustee Jim Cork made a flying visit to Zalau to meet up
with Leris Harfield, the representative of the European Charitable Foundation, who financially
supported ROAD in the Steps to the Future project. Leris had been instrumental in helping ROAD
obtain a generous grant from the foundation to assist with the renovation of the Steps to the
Future block. Kevin and Jim flew in on the Wednesday to be met with two feet of snow and back
out again on the Friday. Whilst there, Leris was able to see the Pasi Spre Viitor development and
meet the Staff and residents. We were treated to an exhibition of traditional Roma dances and to
a Michael Jackson “lookalike” performing the Th
from Dirty Dancing. To see the involvement of the residents was well worth the loss of two nights
sleep! The Staff at the Centre are to be congratulated on the work they are doing. We are looking

forward to seeing the continued development of the project.

December 4th to 11th 2009

After an early start, the team of eight ROAD members - Paul & Joanne Erwin, Kevin Smith, Walter

& Iris Bunyard, Sandy Malt and Simon and Julie Cartwright arrived at Luton Airport in plenty of

time for a light breakfast together. The flight left Luton on time and arrived in Cluj a little earlier

than expected. Passport control, luggage collection and minibus collection went extremely well,
meaning we set off to Zalau well within schedule. We arrived in Zalau, met with the host families

and enjoyed our first Romanian meal together, before getting to bed early. On Saturday, we

drove just over 3 hours to Tinca. This is the base of the charity that ROAD support, called
Romani an Relief. The group met the staff and ch
Medical Centre that will serve a large gypsy village nearby. We arrived back to Zalau, just as light

was fading; this was planned due to the poor road conditions, especially in the dark.
Sunday began with breakfast altogether, and then time spent in the warehouse sorting presents

ready for the week ahead. We visited a local supermarket to buy fresh fruit to distribute to children

and families we would visit. Then in the evenin

The next few mornings were spent visiting around 10 schools to distribute Christmas presents.
We had received slightly less presents than in previous years, but were still able to provide joy

and happiness to many children. The afternoons were spent visiting poor families in local villages,



visiting previous projects and spending some time with the residents ofthe new , Pasi

centre.

Each evening we enjoyed meals together with various Romanian friends. Friday came round very
quickly. We drove back to Cluj airport early, ready for the 6am flight. The journey to the airport can
be difficult, particularly in the dark, due to road conditions and possible fog over the mountains.
On this occasion we were blessed with dry conditions and no fog, making it a lot less stressful for
driver and passengers. The weather during the whole week was fantastic, being mainly dry and
not too cold. This made it a little easier to get to the smaller villages, as they can become
inaccessible in icy or muddy conditions. The flight back to Luton was again on schedule, even in
the thick fog that was hanging over Luton. Luggage collection and car park procedures went to
plan and the group were soon on the M1 heading back to Lincoln. The whole trip was a huge
success, even though sometimes time was against us. The team bonded and a lot of happy
memories were made. Thanks for all the prayers before, during and after the trip.
December 2010 will soon be here!

June 24th to 30th 2010

ROAD Trustee Jim Cork visited Zalau to finalise the accounts for the Training programme at the
Pasi Spre Viitor Centre. He also arranged for a replacement washing machine at the Centre and
driving lessons for three of the residents. He met with Pastor Joldes of Grace Church to discuss
future projects. The floods and heavy rain prevented visits to the villages so he was able to spend
time with Tibi and Dorica Dan at APWR and see their new Centre. He also attended a Conference
at Grace Church for nine hours!

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ROMANIAN PARTNER'S & PROJECTS

Steps to the Future / Pasi Spre Viitor

At our last AGM we were thrilled to be able to inform you that the project was up and running and
the first young people were living in the centre. It is well recorded over the last few years of the
work done on the former Filatura apartment block which is now the new Pasi Spre Viitor centre.
We are delighted to hear recently that thirty young people have already passed through the centre

and been helped to move on to independence.

The staff at the centre are very committed to giving the young adults life skills and training that will
hopefully enable them to be able to find some employment and live independently. Although this
project will now be funded and managed by the Local Council, ROAD will continue to remain

involved with the centre and the staff in any practical ways we may be able to help.

New Rare Disease Centre

APWR

(Association Prader Willi Romania)

APWR represent patients with Prader Willi Syndrome and other rare diseases (disabilities) in
Romania and support their families. It was established in May 2003 to bring together the efforts of
patients, specialists and families to ensure a better life for all people with disabilities. They also
try to enlighten both the general public, media and health system to ensure those with disabilities

receive support and correct diagnosis.

The opening of its Centre of Information for Rare Genetic Diseases in 2005 was the first of its type
in Romania and the work they have achieved is amazing. Last year they secured a substantial
grant from a Norwegian charity to build a large National Centre in Zalau to expand and enhance
the work they are already doing.
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As part of this project they needed to raise 20,000 Euro from other sources and partners and to
that end, ROAD was pleased to be able to contribute 12,000 Euro to support the commencement
of the project. We are always amazed by what Dorica and Tibi Dan achieve with great
determination. They are totally committed to giving a voice to those with disabilities and to
support their families, particularly with correct diagnosis. We will continue to support them in their

valuable work.

C.lL.T.O

Rodica and the staff at the disability centre continue with their work supporting young adults with

disabilities, giving them a purpose and a centre where they can work and produce a host of items
for sale. We all still enjoy visiting the centre and catching up with old friends and meeting new as
well as still providing practical support with material / wool etc for the crafts and one ROAD
member has continued to send Christmas presents each year for all of the young people at the

centre.

Romanian Relief

ROAD have remained committed to supporting Romanian Relief by
t % b transporting many items to Romania on their behalf free of charge. Given the
Foesel %ﬁy recession it has been a difficult year for them as their safe homes rely

entirely on donations in order to remain open. ROAD will continue to help

them when we are able as we recognise the many important areas of work

they are involved in both within their safe homes but also the work they continue to do in providing
foster placements; working in the Roma community; in the local hospital and establishing the new

clinic in Tinca. Our partnership agreement remains in place as ROAD facilitates their UK banking.

Grace Church

We are continuing to build our relationship with Grace church
through Nely Hadade and Pastor Joldes. They have now
completed their church building and are already using the space
to help those with social issues in their community.

We enjoy visiting as it feels like being at home and we are always
made to feel welcome. Pastor Joldes provides our warehouse

space in Zalau at no cost for which we are very grateful.
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DISTRIBUTION OF AID

We continue to be well supported in terms of the many items given for us to take to Romania.
The current financial crisis around the world is also hitting Romania as it is such a new fragile
economy. Unfortunately this impacts on the poorest in society and many still buy all their clothing
from second hand shops and rely on aid taken over by ROAD. Here is just a small overview of
some of the things we have taken this last year but we have also transported large amounts of
clothing; tables & chairs; bedding; furniture and more. This is still transported by Chris Mutch who

we must thank for his safe and efficient delivery of our aid.

Medical Supplies

This has not traditionally been an area that ROAD have been particularly involved with but over
this last year a number of sources contacted ROAD with the offer of medical supplies and also
individuals needing help. Although health care in Romania is free people have to pay for their
prescriptions and also for anything they may need if receiving any treatment. An example of this

would be an individual ROAD were able to support.

Mr Veres daughter Adriana contacted ROAD as her father needed life saving heart surgery.
Although the operation is free he had to pay for the stent that was needed and any drugs etc
whilst in hospital. This amounted to £2,000. ROAD partnered with a French charity funding half
of the cost each. Without this support the prognosis for Mr Veres was that he would not have
survived. Adriana has reported that the operation has transformed his life and given him hope for
the future.

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We were able to send more than one articulated lorry load of medical supplies to Romania which
were from a company who had a large area outside of their warehousing of items that had been
returned because boxes were damaged. All of the items were still sterile and in date so would
otherwise have been destroyed. The items includes swabs, gauze, sterile needles, bandages,
dressings and more. We worked with Medical Services to Romania, a charity based in
Cambridgeshire to provide Zalau hospital with a lorry load of these supplies. On the visit in
September the Chief Nurse showed us around and informed us that these supplies had kept
many of his wards running for around three months. He went on to tell of the crisis of having no

money to buy any of the items needed for everyday nursing.

Provision of Wheelchairs

Over the last year we have been given a number

of wheelchairs, which literally have been invaluable.
Those who need them must buy their own and most
people cannot afford this leaving them with no form of
mobility. The few we have been able to help have

been thrilled with their new chairs. There is still a huge

demand for wheelchairs.

Christmas Presents

When ROAD was formed over 16 years ago the founder members probably never expected that
we would still be taking Christmas presents all these years later! However one of the pleasures of
a Christmas trip to Romania still remains watching the faces of the children in the village schools
opening their presents. A teacher told us last year that a child in her nursery class had come in
especially as he knew we were coming and it would probably be the only Christmas present he

received as the family were very poor and had many children.

As
trustees we recently met and spent a day together where we had time praying and discussing the
way forward for ROAD. We are currently researching new projects and to this end Paul, Jim, Paul
and myself will travel to Romania in October to look at various options and meet with partners to
discuss areas of need. It is very important that we assess the situation in Romania very carefully

and ensure that whatever direction we take will be the correct one.

We must not be exclusive in just working alongside existing partners but be open to the option of
working with new partners if the opportunity arose. Whilst sourcing new projects it is important to
remember that there is still the need to transport aid to the poor and needy, at present the

demand for this is just as great as ever.

It is only when collating this report that | realise what we have achieved over the last twelve
months. ROAD really is about many people of all ages and abilities working together. Whether
individuals can support us by just attending one event or giving one pound or those who give a lot

of their time, finance or aid it is all of this together that enables us to continue our work.

So many people support ROAD that it would be impossible to mention them all by name. So a
huge debt of thanks to you all on behalf of myself, ROAD trustee's, members and our friends in
Romania.
